music by two of the composerÕs
colleagues at St. MarkÕs. Both
Massimiliano Neri and Pier
Francesco Cavalli served as or-
ganist during RovettaÕs tenure
as maestro, with Cavalli suc-
ceeding Rovetta upon his death
in 1668. Neri was organist at St.
MarkÕs from 1644Ð1664. He was
raised to the nobility by Hab-
sburg Emperor Ferdinand III in
1651, when visited Vienna. He
traveled to Cologne in 1663
and in 1664 entered the service
there as organist and Kapell-
meister but died just two years
later. Cavalli, in addition to his
work at St. MarkÕs, enjoyed a
long and celebrated career as a
composer of operas. His most
notable collection of sacred
music was published in 1656

and contained six ensemble
canzoni including the one on
MagnificatÕs program.

No one can argue that
great musicians have a true gift;
they are born with innate tal-
ents that simply cannot be
learned. However, there are
skills that can be acquired, and
this is what we will be focus-
ing on in a workshop for the
Mid-Peninsula Recorder Or-
chestra. I would like to get to
the heart of the matter of what
makes music come alive.

Johann Mattheson lists
more than twenty affections
(characteristic emotions) and
describes how they should be
expressed in music. The close
relationship between music
and human affections has often
been recognized and empha-
sized in all types of music. But
often it seems as though the
process of learning and playing
music takes an intellectual,
theoretical approach and ends
up being very analytical in na-
ture. This results in rather dry,
distant interpretations. Whether
we are playing for an audience
in a large space, for our fami-

lies at holidays or with friends
at chapter meetings, we need
to focus on establishing a
greater relationship between us
as humans with emotions and
the music. We need to learn
how to use our bodies and
senses for transforming the
notes in a musical score into
emotional expressions broad-
cast out to othersÑeven if
those ÒothersÓ are only out our
pets curled up on the living
room couch.

What IÕd like to propose is
this: You are your instrument!
The tool that you choose to
play onÑthe recorder, or what-
ever other instrumentÑis irrel-
evant. It is your own body from
which the music must resonate.
IÕd like to work on exploring
and exploiting your own reso-
nance possibilities, so that the
sound you make can be your
own unique and expressive

tool. And weÕll work on taking
the mystery and guesswork out
of interpretation by using all of
your senses in learning to rec-
ognize clues and patterns of a
composition. In short weÕll be
combining the affections and
rhetoric of the music (the
theory) with the practical.

On Saturday, January 29,
Vicki Boekman will present a
workshop in Cupertino spon-
sored by the Mid-Peninsula Re-
corder Orchestra. Ms. Boekman
is one of the leading recorder
artists of her generation. Origi-
nally from Los Angeles, she
studied music and modern
flute at California State Univer-
sity, Northridge. In 1981 she
moved to Denmark to study the
recorder and related perfor-
mance practices with Eva
Leg•ne at the Royal Academy of
Music in Copenhagen. While in

Europe she also studied with
Marion Verbruggen and Wal-
ther van Hauwe and partici-
pated in master classes with the
leading recorder artists of the
time. Vicki taught recorder,
chamber music, performance
practices and pedagogy at the
Royal Academy of Music in
Copenhagen from 1990Ð2004
and music to children of all
ages at the Ish¿j Municipal
School of Music from 1981Ð
2004. While there, she founded
a regional recorder orchestra
for children and young adults.
She has coached and taught at
workshops sponsored by early
music societies and recorder
societies in Washington, Cali-
fornia, Arizona, Colorado,
New Mexico, Indiana, New
York, and Massachusetts. For

AROW has grown and
matured since it began four
years ago. When Geisler first
started AROW in 2000, he put
the word out to his friends in
northern California, explaining
his idea for a recorder orches-
tra.

Geisler is a well-known
figure in early music and, un-
der his tutelage, AROW has

grown from an idea to a pol-
ished orchestra. And now, the
orchestra has released its first
CD, a recording of medieval
music entitled A Medieval Pil-
grimage, copies of which may
be purchased for $12.00 by
contacting Richard Geisler at
richgeis@jps.net.

In addition to recorders
ranging from garklein to con-
trabass, AROW uses cello,
harpsichord, harp, guitar, per-
cussion and voice to comple-
ment the orchestraÕs timbre,
thus shifting the emphasis
away from the recorder to the
music itself. This yearÕs concert
series, ÒMusic of the British
Isles,Ó offers a variety of English
music including Renaissance,
baroque, modern, and folk mu-
sic. In addition to pieces per-
formed by the entire orchestra,
small ensembles will play mu-
sic demonstrating the recor-

derÕs charm and versatility.
AROW rehearses monthly.

In between rehearsals, the
smaller ensembles get together
to practice on their own. Or-
chestra members are all accom-
plished musicians. Most are
amateurs who play for the love
of music, some are music teach-
ers and a few are professional
musicians. But all have one
thing in common: They love the
recorder. The experience of
hearing AROW is not to be for-
gotten and the more so, espe-
cially as AROWÕs performances
allow one to enjoy music in an
unexpected way. That is, the
music takes front row, center.
The instruments, recorders, are
secondary. When we go to the
symphony, we donÕt think, ÒAh!
ThatÕs the symphony.Ó No. We
think of the music first, the or-
chestra, second; and thatÕs what
AROW is all about. AROW is
about music played by record-
ers not recorders playing music.

AROW perform, put one of its

concerts on your calendar.
Again, because dates and loca-
tions were not finalized as this
was being written, contact one
of the people, below for infor-
mation. Go and listen. You
wonÕt be disappointed. If you
want to join AROW, then con-
tact Richard Geisler. Member-
ship in AROW is by audition.

The orchestraÕs members
are dedicated musicians. They
will charm and delight you
with their command of the re-
corder and itÕs repertoire. And
if donÕt live close to AROW,
then buy their CD. Or do both.
AROW is a fine orchestra.
